The Nordic Police Association, NPSA, was established in 1969 by representatives of police sports
federations from Denmark, Norway, Sweden and Finland. Iceland joined the association
in 1982 and Estonia in 2015.


NPSA organizes Nordic Police Championships (NPC) and congresses.
The presidency changes in every second year.

Estonian Police Sport Association (EPSA) has presidency from 2023-2025.
Acting president is EPSA president Allar Raja.

During presidency years in Estonia have been organized:
marathon NPC (Tallinn, 2023) and volleyball NPC (2023, Rakvere).

All member countries participated in football NPC (Sweden, 2024) and orienteering NPC (Denmark, 2024).

The next congress will be in Tallinn, May 9.-11th.

Organization of NPCs and participation in NPCs has been supported by Estonian Police and Border Guard Board, Cultural Endowment, volunteers of EPSA, local governments and companies.
